October 4 through October 10 

(Please note that schedules listed are subject to change due to inclement weather) 
 

MOTORISTS TRAVELING BETWEEN TRUCKEE AND THE 
NEVADA STATE LINE SHOULD BE PREPARED FOR DELAYS OF 

30 to 45 MINUTES. 
 
 

Interstate 80 (Placer County) from Colfax to Secret Town: the Gold Run III project.  
 
ALL VEHICLES EXCEEDING 18 FEET IN TOTAL LENGTH (with or without tow) WILL 
BE REQUIRED TO USE THE BUS/TRUCK DETOUR.  All vehicles 18 feet or less (with or 
without tow) will be allowed to proceed to the Secret Town Detour. 
 
TRUCKS AND BUSES PLEASE NOTE – The truck and bus detour will begin one hour 
prior to the closures.  All trucks and buses will be stored and given a full safety 
inspection by the CHP prior being piloted through.  (Please expect at least an extra 2 
hour delay)

Friday, October 9: no traffic interfering work scheduled

• On eastbound Interstate 80 from Colfax to Secret Town Road:  Motorists can expect 
the following: no eastbound detours are scheduled.

On Interstate 80 from State Route to Gold Run:  Motorists can expect various east and 
westbound lane closures from 5 p.m. to 10 a.m. Sunday to Thursday.  Contractor is 
scheduled to do miscellaneous work.

On eastbound Interstate 80 from the Carpenter Flat under crossing to Blue Canyon:  
Motorists can expect the eastbound #2 lane closed from 6 a.m. to 4 p.m. (10 a.m. 
Friday) Monday through Friday.  A contractor is scheduled to do paving work. 
 
October 5 - 8 
On Interstate 80 at Nyack:  Motorists can expect the westbound off-ramp closed from  
6 a.m. to 10 a.m. Monday through Thursday.  A contractor is scheduled to do 
striping work. 
 
October 5, 6 and 8 
On Interstate 80 from Latings Road to Yuba Gap:  Motorists can expect the eastbound 
#2 lane closed from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. Monday, Tuesday and Thursday.  A contractor 
is scheduled to do drainage work. 

 
 
Interstate 80 (Placer County) from Rainbow to Kingvale: the Rainbow project. Completion 
is expected in 2010.

On east and westbound Interstate 80 from the Hampshire Rocks under crossing to 
Kingvale:  Motorists can expect various lanes closed from midnight Monday through 
8 a.m. Friday.  A contractor is scheduled to do paving work. 
 
October 5 - 8 
On westbound Interstate 80 from the Nevada County line to Laing Road:  Motorists 
can expect various lanes closed from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. Monday through Thursday.  
A contractor is scheduled to do drainage work. 
 
October 4 - 8 
On westbound Interstate 80 from the South Yuba River to the Nevada County line:  
Motorists can expect the westbound #2 lane closed from 6 p.m. to 7 a.m. Sunday 
through Thursday.  A contractor is scheduled to do miscellaneous work. 
 
October 4 - 10 
On Interstate 80 at Rainbow:  Motorists can expect the eastbound on-ramp and the 
westbound off-ramp closed from midnight Sunday through 11:45 p.m. Saturday.  A 
contractor is scheduled to do paving work. 
 

 
Interstate 80 (Nevada County) from Soda Springs to Donner Summit: the Donner II project. 
Completion is expected in 2009. 

 
October 5 - 9 
On eastbound Interstate 80 from Soda Springs to Castle Peak:  Motorists can expect 
the eastbound #2 lane closed from 5 a.m. to 7 p.m. (noon Friday) Monday through 
Friday.  A contractor is scheduled to do striping. 



 
October 5 - 9 
On eastbound Interstate 80 from Blue Canyon to Soda Springs:  Motorists can expect 
the eastbound #1 lane closed from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. (noon Friday) Monday through 
Thursday.  A contractor is scheduled to do paving. 
 
October 5 - 8 
On westbound Interstate 80 from Donner Summit to Soda Springs:  Motorists can 
expect the westbound #1 lane closed from 5 a.m. to 6 p.m. Monday through 
Thursday.  A contractor is scheduled to do striping. 
 
 

Interstate 80 (Nevada County) from Donner Summit to Donner Lake: the Donner III project. 
Completion is expected in 2011. 
 

May 18, 2009 – October 15, 2009 
On Interstate 80 at the Nyack Vista Point: Motorists can expect a long-term closure 
of the Vista point on and off-ramps. A contractor is scheduled to do miscellaneous 
construction work. 
 
October 4 - 10 
On Interstate 80 from Donner Park to Castle Peak:  Motorists can expect the east and 
westbound #1 lanes and various ramps closed from 8 p.m. to 10 a.m. Sunday 
through Saturday.  A contractor is scheduled to do paving.  
 
October 5 - 9 
On Interstate 80 from Donner Lake to Donner Pass Road:  Motorists can expect the 
eastbound #1 lane closed from 5 a.m. to 2 p.m. (11 a.m. Thursday and 10 a.m. 
Friday) Monday through Friday.  A contractor is scheduled to do striping work.  
 
 

 
Interstate 80 (Nevada County) from Donner Lake to Donner Pass Road in Truckee: the 
Donner I project. Completion is expected in 2010. 
 

October 5 - 9 
On Interstate 80 from Trout Creek to the Donner Lake under crossing:  Motorists can 
expect the westbound #1 lane closed from 5 a.m. to 7 p.m. (10 a.m. Friday) Monday 
through Friday.  A contractor is scheduled to do miscellaneous construction work.  

 
 
Interstate 80 (Nevada County) from Boca to the Nevada State line: the Truckee River 
Canyon project. Completion is expected in 2010. 
 

 
 
July 27 – November 1 
On Interstate 80 at Farad: Motorists can expect a long-term closure of the Farad 
on and off-ramps. A contractor is scheduled to do miscellaneous construction work.

On Interstate 80 from Floriston to the Nevada State line:  Motorists can expect 3 of the 
4 lanes available from midnight Sunday to midnight Saturday.  The lane availability 
is as follows:
